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Motorcycle & Scooter Show 2006

Garmin launches the zūmo: the Ultimate in Motorcycle Navigation
The latest sat nav for motorcyclists, the Garmin zūmo, is on show to the public for the first time at the Motorcycle & Scooter Show 2006. (The Garmin Stand is in Hall 18 Stand number T187)
Designed by bikers for bikers, the zūmo’s features make it easy to operate while on two wheels. The rugged fully waterproof zūmo has a glove-friendly touch-screen, left-handed controls, fuel gauge monitor, European mapping, Bluetooth “hands-free-to-helmet” wireless technology capability, pre-loaded speed camera information and a dependable locking mount. 
“The Garmin zūmo has been made specifically for motorcyclists, so it is convenient to use while on the go, no matter what the environment,” says Product Manager Giovanni Di Santo. “Garmin has a strong history and expertise in satellite navigation. The zūmo is a culmination of our commitment to making peoples journeys more enjoyable – whether that is on two or four wheels, on the water or in the air.” 
The zūmo boasts a 3.5-inch (diagonal) high-bright, sunlight readable touch-screen display, with a waterproof exterior (IEC 529 IPX-7 standards) made from UV and fuel splash proof plastic. For navigation, the zūmo is equipped with a high-sensitivity GPS receiver, which acquires and maintains a GPS signal even in heavy foliage or “urban canyons” created by tall buildings. The automatic daylight/ night time mode helps you see clearly no matter what time you’re travelling.

The Garmin zūmo also features solid state memory, which mitigates the effects of vibration, shock, cold and heat as well as displaying and redrawing maps faster. It is secured to the motorcycle with a locking mount that has waterproof power and data cable connections and is able to withstand the severe vibration environment commonly experienced in motorcycle riding. A rechargeable user-removable lithium-ion battery is integrated into the zūmo.

Bluetooth capability makes it possible for riders to retrieve and dial numbers using a supported mobile phone’s contact list or from the phone’s call history log. A user can also make calls to zūmo’s huge points of interest database that includes hotels, restaurants, shops, and much more. In addition, the Bluetooth connectivity also gives motorcyclists the ability to receive turn-by-turn voice prompts wirelessly to Bluetooth enabled headsets or helmets. More than 200 Bluetooth phones are supported.

Additional Features: The zūmo has a 10-thousand point tracklog, allowing users to record even the longest of rides. The MapSource® DVD also allows motorcyclists to relive a memorable tour on their home computer through the 3D Google Earth™ interface. Riders can plan trips on their computer, and swap routes and waypoints with other zūmo owners via the unit’s SD card slot.  
In addition, users can access the zūmo’s trip computer page for information such as speed.  A customisable fuel gauge allows users to define their motorcycle’s maximum fuel range. There is even a compass page and the zūmo accepts electronic topographic maps, making it the ultimate off-road navigator. For longer trips riders can stay entertained with zūmo’s built-in MP3 player.
Mapping: The zūmo 550 is pre-loaded with full European mapping, and includes millions of points of interest, such as hotels, restaurants, fuel stations, and attractions. The zūmo 500 Deluxe has regional mapping (i.e. the UK and Ireland if bought in the UK) and European mapping on DVD. The map data is provided by NAVTEQ, a world leader in premium-quality mapping.  
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Speed camera information: The zūmo is pre-loaded with speed camera information. The unit gives clear audio visual alerts when approaching cameras and warns you if you’re going too fast. The database is updated daily to capture any location changes of fixed and mobile cameras. To ensure accuracy riders can subscribe to download the latest information whenever they want. The service is free for the first 3 months.    
Traffic updates: Real-time traffic information is also an option via a TMC Traffic Receiver. When the optional traffic service is activated, the zūmo calculates routes that navigate around traffic. Accidents, road construction, or other incidents affecting traffic are graphically represented as icons on the navigation map.  
Choosing your style: Riders can personalise the zūmo to match their particular bike’s colour scheme and attitude with custom caps. Silver and black caps come as standard. Owners can also customise the zūmo’s opening splash-screen to depict a photo of their choice using the unit’s jpeg picture viewer.  
Flexibility: Because even the most dedicated rider sometimes travels by car, the zūmo comes with an automotive mount and speaker as standard on the zūmo 550, making it ideal for virtually any type of road trip. The zūmo is also equipped with Garmin Lock™, an anti-theft system that disables the unit until the owner types in a specific 4-digit PIN or takes the unit to a predetermined secure location.
